 Topics the ten attendees discussed included: difficulties encountered with dance performance rights, both in terms of the very tight control exercised by major dance companies, (for example, Dance Theatre of Harlem, or the Balanchine Foundation), as well as the difficulty of securing all the permissions from the dancers, choreographer(s), musicians, use of the music, etc. before having archival video footage ready to view in a library setting, or be disseminated by various means.  It was mentioned that Dr. Susan Weisner is the Dance editor for the new Resources for College Libraries online
database, and was looking for contributors.  Dance librarians also discussed various ways to both enhance their collections, best venues for acquisition of dance resources (Princeton Books, etc.), and how to highlight their collections and encourage greater usage.
