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Budget and Planning:  

As was reported six months ago, the library received permanent augmentation of 4.65% in unrestricted money for acquisitions and 2% in endowment payout increases for FY14 (which for us started in September 2013). Most of this money went to address cost increase pressures. We are looking forward to a 3.36% increase in endowment payout for FY15, and have asked for another 4.65% in increased unrestricted budget. We anticipate a salary increase pool in the 3% range--similar to the last couple years.
Changes in space:  

The redesign of reader services spaces on the first floor of the south tower of the Main Library was completed according to plan. The reference materials formerly shelved there were relocated to other areas, and the area was refitted and refurnished to facilitate collaboration. The process of transferring approximately half a million volumes from the Main Library stacks to the Oak Grove Library Center high density shelving facility has also begun. This project will take a couple of years, by which time we hope that work has begun on the second module for the OGLC and that sufficient funds will have been raised to spur a commitment for a major renovation of the historic Deering Library. 
Recent Collection enhancements: 

Through the auspices of the CIC we recently filled in gaps in our Nature “branded” journal back files; purchased Confidential Print: Latin America 1833-1969 and Foreign Office Files for China 1919-1948 from Adam Matthew; and acquired ProQuest’s Executive Branch Documents database.  Non-CIC database acquisitions of the last few months include Times of India (ProQuest Historical Newspapers)1838-2004; Database of Chinese Classic Ancient Books / Zhongguo ji ben gu ji ku / 中國基本古籍庫as; and Embase (Biomedical and Pharmaceutical Database). Non-electronic treasures added to special library collections include the entire WGN radio archive (from about 1960); a collection of 42 rare books on modern Japanese architecture and design (Japan 1960-2012); the Michael McDowell “death” collection; and Faith Petric’s folk music (club of San Francisco) journal collection.
Personnel changes:  
· Jeff Garrett, the AUL for Special Libraries (formerly AUL for Collections) will be retiring at the end of February. Plans for an interim arrangement to cover his duties, as well as a long term plan for leadership of the special libraries division, are being developed.  David Easterbrook, Curator of the Herskovits Library, will retire in the summer of 2014. While it will be impossible to replace Easterbrook, we are already in the midst of a search for a new leader for the Africana library. 
· Andrea Stamm, most recently head of the bibliographic services department, retired in the summer of 2013.  Michael Babinec is the acting head of the department.  Lucy Lyons, our first collection analysis librarian, left the university in January. Arrangements for covering the duties of both these positions on a long term basis are being formed as part of a larger central technical services planning process. 

· Anne Zald, formerly of the University of Nevada Las Vegas, is the new leader of a team specializing in government, geospatial, business information, and data services. Cara List, currently of the University of Oregon, will soon become the head of the art collection. Elsa Alvaro is the new chemistry, physics, and astronomy librarian. Mike Perry is our new collection services project manager. The first two projects he will manage are aimed at 1) upgrading and moving the Primo discovery tool to the cloud and 2) implementing the Alma library services platform. An announcement about the hiring of a new part time web and mobile services librarian should be made within the next few days.  [image: image1.png]
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
