Report on Meeting 136 of the Decimal Classification Editorial Policy Committee 
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Meeting 136 of the Decimal Classification Editorial Policy Committee (EPC) was held May 13-14, 2013 at the OCLC headquarters in Dublin, Ohio.
Members present: Caroline Kent (chair), Jonathan Furner (vice-chair), Anne Robertson, Andrea Kappler, Deborah Rose-Lefmann, Pat Riva, Gert de Jager, Paula Van Strien, Caroline Saccucci. Lyn McKinney was absent. 
Dewey staff present were editor-in-chief Michael Panzer, assistant editors Julianne Beall and Rebecca Green, and Dewey product manager Libbie Crawford; Diane Vizine-Goetz reported on OCLC research.
EPC welcomed new member Caroline Saccucci from the Library of Congress, and welcomed Michael Panzer to his first EPC meeting as editor-in-chief of the Classification. Caroline Kent having served for the maximum 6 years as Chair, a new election was held. Current Vice-chair Jonathan Furner was elected Chair; Deborah Rose-Lefmann was elected Vice-chair. These are 2-year terms beginning in January 2014. 
Shortly before Meeting 136, EPC approved an action item for a new historical period notation for the Netherlands, due to the abdication of Queen Beatrix in favor of her son, Willem-Alexander.
At meeting 136, the EPC approved the following changes to the Editorial Rules:
· Minor change to editorial rules to clarify wording for use of add table notation
EPC also approved updates in the following tables:
· Table 2 (Geographic Areas, Historical Periods, Persons): A name change for St. Helena, Ascension and Tristan da Cunha, with expansions for Ascension and Tristan da Cunha
· Table 5-6 (Ethnic and National Groups-Languages): Clarified wording in the note on use of the table numbers for ethnic and national groups; explicit provision via a class-here note for modern Assyrians
EPC approved selected updates in the following schedules: 
· 004-006 Computer science (and related areas): provision via indexing and notes for informatics, big data, linked data; expansions for information filtering systems, 3-D printers (in Engineering), a development for natural computing
· Digital media: expansion under journalism and/or media for wikis, blogs, e-mail, and digital forms of traditional media
· 200 Religion: indexing corrections and expansions for Mormon and related churches; differentiation of Vodou (the religion) from Hoodoo (the folk magic practice)
· 300 Social sciences: clarification of the preference order in 302-307 (sociology); and in Marriages, partnerships, unions; classification of maternity leave was clarified
· 600s (Engineering & applied science) Weapons; specific provision made for non-lethal weapons; distinction between weapons primarily for military use and for civilian use maintained; notation for collections of recipes from specific restaurants clarified
· 780s (Music): update to Concerto form notation; to terminology of keyboard with other instruments to add “collaboration” to “accompaniment”
· 800s: correction of an error in the add instructions for Greek  and Latin miscellaneous writings
EPC reviewed several discussion papers:
· Concepts of God, religious vs. non-religious or philosophical—is this a distinction we need to make? What wording would make it clear?
· Angiosperms (flowering plants)—at the last meeting it was determined that we needed to accommodate the APG classification in DDC, but after reviewing the effort to do so with minimal relocation, EPC recommended a complete revision of the schedule based on APG. We hope to see a proposal at an electronic meeting in the fall.
· Table 1 notation for archaeology
Another topic of discussion that cropped up at different times in different forms was the editorial work plan, editions, and edition metadata. We can no longer assume a completely revised print edition every seven years, so how do we plan updates, and how should edition metadata be identified in the post-print era? These topics will be recurring themes, especially as we move toward a linked data environment.
EPC heard presentations on Dewey linked data, DDC research, DDC marketing, Auto-Dewey, and a demonstration of the new number-building tool in WebDewey.
EPC meeting 137 will be held June 2-3, 2014. The location is still to be determined; if possible we would like to have it at the Library of Congress; otherwise it will be at OCLC in Dublin, Ohio. There will be an electronic meeting via teleconference or Google Hangout (exact technology TBD) in late September-early October to discuss the proposed angiosperm development.
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
