Lilly Ramin (LR)
We know this session is competing with Tech Trends, which is unfortunate, but thank you for being here. We are going to talk about a few tools with slides up but we want this to it be interactive. If we present a tool you have experience with please feel free to interrupt or make a comment.

Beth Filar Williams (BW) introduced– UNCG run the digital media commons.

Blackboard Connect – what it is used for and some of the tech issues

All of the classes have a BB Collaborate Room – Created a classroom for libraries with software –  library staff and faculty use the room to teach.

Pros – Unlimited number of users. Can use for a lot of different people. Can do it really large scale. Can record – audio only, chat only, screen share, file share and load content. Not a large learning curve. It is a campus license. Encourage people to use what is one campus. 
Java Issue – loading and getting in. 5% of the time they have issues. Save it as a jnlp file – not a common file for people to use. 

Comment from audience: If you don’t have a great wifi connection – can be stop and go with people with really bad wifi. When screen sharing must go extremely slow. 

International students sometimes have issues

Mention of WIMBA – Tool to create course content from word documents.

LR - Wimba – Easy to archive and downloads to mp3

BW – puts slides on slideshare. Make sure to build in time

Google Hangouts

BW – UNCG is Google apps for educator campus.Have up to 15 people on campus but 10 allowable for normal users. Easy to access. Everyone is a moderator in hangouts. BBC can assign moderators. Can only use with small group instruction. 
Pros- Can see you right away. Personal touch. Really easy to do. 
Everyone can be a moderator – “show me your screen”
Cons- People randomly get kicked out. Sometimes we have audio issue. Difficult to troubleshoot and hard to record. With too many moderators can have screen sharing issues. 

Comment: Small group discussion within a class. Use ON AIR to record. 
	      
BW 
In BBC can do breakout rooms – and then go back to large group.

Google Hangouts ON AIR

Still kind of on beta

Broadcasts directly to youtube. Automatically records to youtube and anyone can view it. People can watch it live or have it recorded. Can have as many people watch it. Unlimited viewings – good for webinars
Timed it – 2 minute delay. Not easy for asking for feedback. Hard with active learning. ALA has been using it for ALA Live. Panel discussion but not good for active learning
Tech Issues – Live issues. Grab the link and moving back and forth

Comments – Used small groups and trying to get back and forth. Great for trying new things

YouTube- 
Associated with campus. Work with students creating digital media. Allowed to restrict. All sorts of classes are coming in to try to create videos or flipped instruction. Easy to use. 

LR: For someone who is uncomfortable with trying to create accounts. Students need to know how to host their information. 

Other campuses are using google apps for educators. Things we push – digital literacy. Pre-planning of their video. Teaching about copyright and citation of sources. Even though it is private – teachable moments creative commons.  Being ADA compliant. But Youtube is not great for it. Must go in and tweak. Teach how to storyboard and script beforehand. How to use closed captioning video. Posted on connect

Comment: How to use flipped classroom?

BW: Professional development. How to do things beforehand and then when they come to class. Tutorials as well. 

LR: Supplemental instruction – training can be instructional. One on one can be instruction. All of this type of teaching needs to be documented.

Movie Maker- Not a mac environment. Can do a good job. Have the Adobe 

It is ok for basic. The only issue that comes with adding and inserting videos. Transitions are ok. 

Movie Maker is free. Very user friendly. Quick little demo and teach. Cannot do as much with other high end software.


Demo Poll Everywhere

Newest version of Mavericks is not compatible with Poll Everywhere. Sign up for an account. Use in presentations and for quick assessment. Embedded in LibGuides. 

Way it works – can text, tweet, go to website to answer a poll. Really dynamic. 
Download and install an app that appears in your powerpoint. Quicker once you have it installed. 
Free for up to 40 responses. 
Have to have internet access but can use clickers. Most of our students can use. 

BBC – Loaded into BBC created as images so cannot really use it very well. In google hangout can screen share – it flickers up and goes away. Not really successful. 

Comments – Can do much better with open ended questions than clicker system. Additionally can be anonymous. 

LR – If you need open ended feedback great to use

Comments-  Also used for honest feedback or training.

Prezi
LR – Having some sort of online presence. Not linear. Really dependent upon audience and purpose. Easy to embed video. Downloaded function not as dynamic. Too many transitions make people dizzy. In order to be successful must think about design. 

Can do a little instruction. Show a student a tool that they are not used to can be a teachable moment. Way to get to students to think of presenting info.
Public usage unless you have a .edu account

BW – Can narrate the prezis. 

LR – Freaks out with certain browsers. Tutorials on the website. Also way to teach copyright. Point of need usage.

Jing/Snag It

Free Tool. Very basic. Showing for visual learners. PC and Mac versions. Less video tools with Jing. Must be installed on computers. For public libraries may be a little harder. Good tutor.

Snipping Tool – Mac or PC. Used for basic editing. Don’t have to download. No arrow but includes shaky pen. Easy to users- think of users and what they have. 

Can’t undo must redo the snip. Really easy to use. 

LibGuides-

Customized class pages. One-stop shop for that class. Documents to inform very difficult tools. Not as intuitive. Adding a subpage. Use the LibGuide community to deal with group problems. Friendly URLS – add them with your name. Think about how to promote your services, like research help and instruction, and your liaison work. 

BW – share and add collaborators. Students or coworkers. Really specific. Pictures and profiles can help. 

Questions about Virtual Meetings – supplement instead of ALA Midwinter. Reminder about sign up sheet.
