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Meeting 136-A of the Decimal Classification Editorial Policy Committee (EPC) was held virtually over the EPC listserv, in several iterations from July-December 2013. 
In August, EPC approved as an action item a new historical period notation for Belgium, as a result of the abdication of the king in favor of his son. 
EPC also approved updates to several schedules, following up on discussions from meeting 136:
· Table 5: Koreans (how to deal with one ethnic group, two countries)
· Computer science 004-006
· Mostly indexing/wording changes; explicit provision for high-volume data sets, linked data and related database concepts
· Natural computing: clarification of where neural networks should be classed
· Digital media (clarifications)
· Handheld computing devices 004.167 (tablets, e-readers)
· Concepts of God 211
· Parishes: terminology changed to “local church administration” with a class-here note for parish administration, since not all churches organize themselves in parishes
· Latin and Classical Greek miscellaneous writings: a ripple effect from a change approved at meeting 136 was addressed
· Table 1 Special notation for archaeology

A videoconference on the updated schedule for angiosperms, planned for December, had to be postponed but will be rescheduled.

EPC meeting 137 will be held June 2-3, 2014, with Jonathan Furner as Chair and Deborah Rose-Lefmann as Vice-Chair.
