Hot Topics
· Climate Change
Acclaimed environmentalist, activist, and author Bill McKibben will speak on “Imagining a World That Works – In Time to Prevent a World That Doesn’t” on Saturday, June 24, 1:00-2:30pm, MCP – S102.  McKibben’s body of work includes his 1989 book, The End of Nature, which many consider the first book for a general audience about climate change.  He is a founder of 350.org, the first planet-wide, grassroots climate change movement, which has organized 20,000 rallies around the world, spearheaded the resistance to the Keystone Pipeline, and launched a fossil fuel divestment movement.  The session is sponsored by ALA’s Social Responsibilities Round Table (SRRT), Sustainability Round Table (SUSTAINRT), the American Indian Library Association (AILA) and the Asian Pacific Librarians Association (APALA). 

· Coding and Libraries: Libraries Ready to Code – Phase 3
For the past two years, ALA’s Office of Information Technology Policy (OITP) and Google have collaborated on Libraries Ready to Code, an initiative aiming to ensure libraries have the resources to embrace activities that promote computer science (CS) and computational thinking (CT) among our nation’s youth.  Previous phases of the collaboration include a landscape of CS education activity in libraries (Phase I) and support for university LIS faculty (Phase II).  Phase III will be announced on June 22.  OITP is holding several sessions at Annual to introduce members to free resources and information to help get their libraries get Ready to Code, including a session that covers the program overall on Sunday, June 25, 1:00-2:30 (Hyatt Regency McCormick – DuSable/CC 21A-C).  Also, Google is hosting a lounge in exhibit booth #3451 that will be staffed by Googlers knowledgeable about computer science, coding, education, literacy and related subjects.  There will be hourly presentations, charging stations and comfortable chairs.  

· Copyright
Legislation passed in the House and introduced in the Senate would make the Register of Copyrights a position appointed by the President rather than the Librarian of Congress.  What’s behind this effort and its implications will be addressed in OITP’s session “A View from the Swamp” on Monday, June 26, 10:30-11:30am, MCP – W179b.  In addition, OITP’s Copyright Education Subcommittee will host an “Ask a Copyright Question” booth on Saturday and Sunday, June 24-25, 10:00am-4:00pm in the MCP – Exhibition Hall, where visitors can get free copyright education resources and responses to concerns about any copyright-related issues they encounter.

· Data Rescue
In the current political climate, the endangerment of federally funded research results, including data, has become a reality.  In response to the potential loss of public research data, many specialists, including librarians and archivists, have joined forces to rescue imperiled data.  Grassroots efforts like “DataRefuge” events and “Endangered Data Week” are raising awareness and enabling data to be saved that otherwise would be left to disappear.  The SPARC-ACRL Forum in Chicago will feature speakers presently or recently involved in #datarescue efforts, such as those led by the University of Pennsylvania and nurtured by the Digital Library Federation.  Presentations are expected to report out on the movement; identify challenges and lessons learned; offer guidance and tips for potential #datarescue efforts; and, recommend what further roles organizations like ACRL and SPARC can play in this space.  The forum will be held from 3:00-4:00 on Saturday, June 24, in MCP – S102. 

· Equity/Diversity/Inclusion

· In 2009, the W.K. Kellogg Foundation launched its America Healing initiative, supporting racial equity/racial healing projects in over 100 communities.  Building on this initiative, the Foundation has launched a Truth, Racial Healing and Transformation enterprise (TRHT) designed to uproot the myth of a hierarchy of human value based on race.  As a framework, it has prepared case studies on several America Healing communities.  Join Gail Christopher, the Kellogg Foundation’s senior advisor and vice president for Truth, Racial Healing & Transformation, for a session about the principles employed, activities that have proven most effective, cross-sector collaborations, successes and challenges, and lessons learned.  A question and answer period will explore how library workers can be engaged in the TRHT process.  This session is co-sponsored by ALA’s Public Programs Office (PPO) and the ALA Office for Diversity, Literacy and Outreach Services (ODLOS), on Saturday, June 24, 3:00-4:00pm, MCP – W185d. 

· In 1961, Geraldine Edwards Hollis and eight of her fellow students from Tougaloo College entered a whites-only library in Jackson, MS, and were arrested, helping to spark the Civil Rights Movement in Mississippi.  Hear Ms. Hollis tell the story of the Tougaloo Nine, reflect on the Civil Rights movement, and inspire participants with both the story of her struggle and her enduring love of reading and libraries at Desegregating Public Libraries: The Tougaloo Nine, Sunday, June 25, 1:00-2:30pm, MCP – W184d.  The program is co-sponsored by the ALA Committee of Professional Ethics, the Public Library Association (PLA), and the ALA Office for Diversity, Literacy and Outreach Services (ODLOS). 

· Interested in youth librarianship?  Join ALSC Leadership to discuss the transformation of ALSC.  This year’s Leadership & ALSC program will connect the dots from Diversity and Inclusion to Learning and Development.  Focusing on ALSC’s newly envisioned 2017 Strategic Plan, Dr. Nicole Cooke, from The iSchool at Illinois, will be discussing the research in the areas of diversity and social justice in librarianship, while the Diversity within ALSC Task Force and Emerging Leaders Project Team will present key findings on diversity and leadership trends and development, respectively.  The event is scheduled Saturday, June 24, 8:30-11:30am, Hyatt Regency Chicago – Columbus A-D. 

· Cultivating a diverse workforce is of great importance, but representation of librarians of color in LIS education, research and executive-level administration has lagged.  Recruiting librarians and other information professionals of color is a social justice issue.  In Fearless Questions and Fierce Conversations: Recruiting and Retaining LIS Doctoral Students of Color, a panel of current doctoral students will address various aspects of the PhD process including networks of allies, safe spaces, and fit in a program.  This session is immediately followed by the annual Leaders Wanted: Doctoral Options Fair, in the same space.  The session is sponsored by ALA’s Office for Diversity, Literacy and Outreach Services (ODLOS), on Saturday, June 24, 10:30am-1:00pm, Palmer House – Empire Room. 

· A low-cost, one-day LITA AvramCamp preconference is designed to allow female-identifying individuals employed in various technological industries an opportunity to network with others in the field and to collectively examine common barriers faced.  The day will follow an unconference model, allowing participants to choose topics most relevant to their work and their lives.  The opening session, led by Margaret Heller, will address imposter syndrome – the feeling that you aren’t actually qualified for the work you are doing and will be discovered as a fraud.  The event is on Friday, June 23, 9:00am-4:00pm, at the Schaffner Library, Northwestern University Chicago Campus.

· Diversity, Inclusion, and Social Justice in Technical Services
Diversity initiatives are critically important “behind the scenes” in technical services and not just as part of a library’s outward-facing public service departments.  Speakers from a public library, a tribal college library, and university libraries will share examples of projects that promote inclusion and social justice among technical services staff and services.  This program is co-sponsored by the Public Library Association (PLA) and the American Indian Library Association (AILA).   Sponsored by ALCTS, Saturday, June 24, 3:00-4:00pm, MCP – W184bc.
· Libraries Are Not Neutral Spaces:  Social Justice Advocacy in Librarianship
The myth of the library as neutral is increasingly an impediment to our work and our professional standing, as well as being at odds with our professional ethics.  Youth service librarianship is, at its core, social justice work.  This work is done daily with our patrons and also on social media, with our colleagues.  This session is sponsored by ALSC, on Sunday, June 25, 8:30-10:00am, MCP – W184bc.  
· Our Voices: Strengthen Your Collection with Diverse Narratives
There has been an unprecedented explosion of writing by small and independent publishers, as well as self-published creators.  Much of this diverse content never makes it to library shelves.  Panelists will introduce Our Voices, an ALA initiative that connects diverse, quality literature to libraries and booksellers, and explains how your library can diversify and strengthen collections with unique voices and underrepresented publishers.  The session is co-sponsored by the ALA Office for Intellectual Freedom (OIF) and ALA Office for Diversity, Literacy and Outreach Services (ODLOS), Saturday, June 24, 3:00-4:00pm, MCP – W185a. 
· Dynamic Ways to Serve Teens of Color
Four librarians with experience serving teens in school and public libraries located in urban and suburban areas will present strategies and methods for meeting the needs of students of color and immigrant students.  Sponsored by YALSA, Saturday, June 24, 10:30-11:30am, MCP – W184a.
· Strong Girls School: Create a Program Addressing Gender Bias, Inequality and Self-Esteem Building for Girls
The Strong Girls School is a program that supports the engagement, growth and achievement of girls and teaches valuable life skills, as well as building upon relationships with community organizations.  Sponsored by YALSA, Monday, June 26, 8:30-10:00am, MCP – W176.

· Federal Funding: Eliminating IMLS and Federal Library Funding
In mid-March, the President’s budget proposed eliminating the Institute of Museum and Library Services and effectively all federal library funding, including the more than $156 million Grants to States program.  ALA and the Office of Government Relations launched the Fight for Libraries! campaign to convince Congress to #saveIMLS and fully fund LSTA and the Innovative Approaches to Literacy program in FY 2018.  The campaign generated more than 42,000 emails to Congress in 10 weeks.  There are three opportunities to learn about the Fight for Libraries! campaign and how you can help: 
· The deepest dive will take place on Saturday, June 24, 10:30-11:30am, MCP – W178b, when a panel of seasoned library advocates –  incoming COL Chair and Library Journal’s 2017 Library of the Year Director Kent Oliver of Nashville, Georgia State Librarian and COSLA Legislative Co-Chair Julie Walker and Virginia Library Association Executive Director Lisa Varga – will offer an inside look at this year’s battle for federal library funding. 
· Washington Office Executive Director Kathi Kromer and OGR Managing Director Adam Eisgrau will present on this issue and others beginning at 4:30 in the discussion following the ALA Membership Meeting on Saturday, June 24, 3:00-4:30pm, MCP – W375e/Skyline. 
· On Monday, June 26, Kathi and Adam will make a similar presentation during the first meeting of ALA’s Council, 9:00-10:30am, MCP – W375e/Skyline. 

· Immigration and Refugees
· On Saturday, June 24, 4:30-6:00pm, MCP – W178a, join with YALSA to support Central American Children in Crisis.  Since 2014, approximately 48,000 unaccompanied youth arrive in the U.S. annually as refugees from Central America.  They are held in 100 detention centers in 12 states while they await time in court to plead their cases for being granted asylum.  View a film from IBBY & REFORMA, and learn about their Children in Crisis Project, which seeks to raise awareness about these vulnerable youth and to provide resources to them.  Monetary and book donations to the project will be accepted at the door.  Books must be new or gently used, and in Spanish or bilingual. 
· Project Welcome: Libraries Serving Refugees and Asylum Seekers, Saturday, June 24, 3:00-4:00pm, MCP – W181a.  In the past year, the Mortensen Center for International Library Programs, in partnership with ALA, has been working on the IMLS-funded “Project Welcome” planning grant.  This session will present the work of the project and engage audience feedback on the library services continuum that is in development.
· Immigration Services 101: Naturalization Assistance and More in Your Public Library.
Libraries and librarians are obtaining a special credential that allows librarians to provide immigration services outreach, screening and referrals in the library.  Several use the credential to provide assistance applying for immigration benefits.  Join in a discussion of how libraries in California are leading the way, Sunday, June 25, 10:30-11:30am, MCP – S103, sponsored by ODLOS. 

· Information Literacy
Interested in learning more about using ACRL’s Framework for Information Literacy for Higher Education at your institution?  
· Join the ACRL Student Learning and Information Literacy Committee on Saturday, June 24, 10:30-11:30am, Hilton Chicago – Buckingham Room, for Teaching with the Framework from the Ground Up.  Explore “visions of the possible” in how to effectively promote Framework success stories, as well as applications and a variety of pedagogical methods. 
· Then, spend Saturday afternoon with ACRL’s Community and Junior College Libraries, Distance Learning, and Instruction Sections for To Teach or Not to Teach Discovery Tools: Balancing Practical Instruction with the ACRL Information Literacy Framework, Saturday, June 24, 1:00-2:30pm, MCP – W179a.   This panel will explore the challenges and discuss potential best practices.

· Intellectual Freedom and Censorship
Not every country enjoys the rights granted to Americans by the First Amendment.  At Banned Abroad: Stories of International Censorship, panelists will discuss how books that were banned in their country of origin found a champion in U.S. publishing and thus found their way to library shelves.  The program will provide a broader understanding of international literature, as well as the risks and complications that come with the decision to translate and publish “controversial” works.  The program is co-sponsored by the ALA Office for Intellectual Freedom, the Association of American Publishers, and the Global Literature in Libraries Initiative, on Monday, June 26, 1:00-2:30pm, MCP – W178a. 

· Library Bill of Rights
The ALA Intellectual Freedom Committee (IFC) is finalizing three new interpretations to the Library Bill of Rights for ALA Council approval.  The interpretations address Equity, Diversity, and Inclusion; Politics in American Libraries; and, Visual and Performing Arts in Libraries.  The draft interpretations are posted to ALA Connect for feedback.  Attendees wishing to comment on the drafts are encouraged to attend the IFC’s meetings on Friday, June 23, 8:30-10:00am, 10:30am-12:30pm, Hyatt Regency Chicago – Columbus GH room.

· National School Library Standards
The American Association of School Librarians (AASL) is currently in the final stages of reviewing and remodeling its National School Library Standards.  These publications offer a vision for teaching and learning and define the future direction of school library programs.  During the ALA Conference, members of the AASL Standards and Guidelines Editorial Board and the AASL Standards and Guidelines Implementation Task Force will meet to continue work on this project, which is critically important to both the Association and the profession.  The new documents will launch at the AASL National Conference and Exhibition taking place in Phoenix in November 2017.  Those interested can follow the progress at http://www.ala.org/aasl/standards/revision

· Open Access
What is the relationship between intellectual freedom and open access?  How and where do they intersect?  Explore these questions at Intellectual Freedom and Open Access:  Working Toward a Common Goal? Saturday, June 24, 8:30-10:00am, MCP – W184a.  Panelists will explore the rich and complex intersection between intellectual freedom and open access (OA) in libraries, why OA publishing is important for the library community, and how we can use the intellectual freedom banner as a tool to move the library field closer to more accessible information.   The session is sponsored by the Intellectual Freedom Round Table (IFRT). 

· Privacy
At Practical Privacy for the Library: An Intellectual Freedom Issues Briefing, learn about the tools and tactics you and your library can employ to implement practical and cost-effective tactics for protecting your users’ online privacy.  Topics to be addressed include management of integrated library systems, encryption, and anonymous web browsing. · Standards for Libraries in Higher Education Revision
